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Abstract: The comprehensive implementation of the Rural Revitalization Strategy has put forw-
ard new requirements for the cultivation of videography talents in Chinese higher education.
How to harness the power of visual imagery to support rural revitalization has become an iss-
ue worthy of in-depth exploration. For rural areas, film and video works can help uncover cu-
Itural and economic value; for students, rural revitalization offers opportunities for career dev-
elopment; and for teachers, it provides a platform for integrating ideological and political edu-
cation with curriculum practice. This paper analyzes film and media-related programs in uni-
versities at home and abroad, and explores an application-oriented videography talent cultivati-

on approach aligned with rural revitalization through the course Fundamentals of Videography.
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The teaching practice has achieved positive outcomes—the course was recognized as a First—
Class Social Practice Course in Hunan Province in 2022. It is hoped that this teaching reform
will inspire innovative ideas for rural revitalization-oriented talent cultivation in higher educat-
ion institutions across China.
