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Abstract: The English Curriculum Standards for Compulsory Education (2022 Edition) issued by
the Ministry of Education in 2022 clearly takes core competencies as the orientation of curri-
culum education. As the core anchor of unit-integrated teaching, big concepts have become a
key bridge connecting the ideas of the new curriculum standards and classroom practice. Bas-
ed on the perspective of big concepts and taking unit-integrated design as the implementation
approach, this paper explores the implementation strategies of core competencies relying on
the 2024 new edition of PEP Junior High School English textbooks. It first explains the intern-
al relationship between big concepts and English core competencies, and analyzes the educati-

onal advantages of unit—integrated teaching combined with the characteristics of the new tex-
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tbooks. Then, taking Unit 8 Let's Communicate! in Grade 8 Volume 1 as a practical case, this
paper strictly follows the process of "curriculum standard interpretation—clarifying unit objec-
tives—extracting unit big concepts—transforming core questions—designing core tasks—learning
activities—evaluation" to complete a systematic unit-integrated teaching design. It solves the
practical dilemmas in the cultivation of core competencies, puts forward targeted teaching str-
ategies, and provides references for the integrated practice of unit-integrated teaching and cor-
e competencies in junior high school English.
