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Abstract: Each country's preschool education sector possesses unique cultural perspectives and
practical approaches. While all kindergartens have evolved through historical development, they
have not followed identical trajectories or timelines. Kindergartens in China, the United States, and
Japan each quietly adhere to their own implicit cultural logic in practice. Within this framework, no
educational policy can be properly understood apart from the complexly interwoven network of
values, customs, traditions, institutional structures, and worldviews inherited from the broader
sociocultural context. Therefore, this study will conduct a comparative analysis of the preschool
educational philosophies of these three countries by examining the implementation of curricula and
activities within three kindergartens. While this approach cannot fully represent the entirety of
preschool education in each nation, it does reflect the underlying value orientations of their
respective systems.
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
