Abstract: This paper takes the social practice of imaging creation for characteristic agricultural
products in Lueyang, Shaanxi, as the research object, and deeply explores the two-way empowerment
mechanism of competence growth and rural cognition in contemporary college students' "Three
Rural Initiatives" social practice. By planning, shooting, and editing a series of promotional films for
agricultural products (focusing on honey, as well as wood ear mushrooms, gastrodia elata, dark-bone
chicken eggs, etc.), the team achieved systematic improvement in professional skills (planning,
shooting, editing, copywriting), practical abilities (project management, communication and
coordination, problem-solving), and values (national cognition, social responsibility, unity of
knowledge and action). Simultaneously, the practice deepened the understanding of the Qinling
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Mountains ecosystem nurturing characteristic agricultural products, uncovered the cultural value of
traditional crafts, and explored pathways for imaging to empower the value extraction (ecological,
health, craftsmanship, scarcity, cultural) and dissemination of agricultural products. The study also
reflects on the brand and channel difficulties faced by the local industry, as well as the empowerment
boundaries of short-term practices. It proposes sustainable suggestions such as continuously building
a long-term cooperation mechanism between universities and counties and adopting a "technology +
culture" dual-track approach, providing a reference for college students' social practice to serve rural
revitalization.
