Abstract: Classic reading in universities serves as an important pathway for fostering cultural
confidence and transmitting outstanding traditional Chinese culture. However, current whole-b-
ook reading among university students faces practical challenges such as insufficient resource
adaptability, lack of methodological guidance, and low efficiency in internalization and transfo-
rmation. To address these issues, the School of Humanities at G University has innovatively d-
eveloped a "Painting - Dialogue - Transformation - HUA" multi-dimensional educational model.
This approach involves the construction of a "100+30" classic book resource database, immersi-
ve reading guidance through "close reading-intensive reading-appreciative reading-critical readi-
ng," and a four-dimensional transformation mechanism comprising "mind mapping, classic int-
erpretation and sharing, skill transfer and application, and human-machine collaborative learn-
ing." This model facilitates the cultivation of students' abilities from input to output in classic
reading. Practice has shown that this model effectively stimulates university students' text ana-
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lysis skills, cultural creativity, digital intelligence literacy, and critical awareness. It provides a
replicable paradigm for classic reading education in universities and offers significant insights
for promoting the creative transformation of outstanding traditional Chinese culture.
