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Abstract: With the development of society, the integration of industry and education has increasingly
become an important direction for the educational reform and development of private colleges and
universities. During the author’ s work at a private college or university, it has been observed that this
strategy has, to a certain extent, squeezed the development space for historical education in
engineering departments. Taking an engineering department of a private college in Guangdong as an
example, this paper uses methods such as questionnaire surveys, data analysis, and interviews to
analyze and explore the current situation and practical paths of historical education for engineering
students under the context of the integration of industry and education, with the aim of providing
useful references for private colleges and universities to improve the quality of talent cultivation.
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
