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On the contributions of Eastern Han Eunuchs to the
Fields of Education,science,and Culture

Abstract: In traditional historical narratives, eunuchs of the Eastern Han Dynasty are often regarded
as negative political forces opposing the scholar-official class. However, this simplistic evaluation
often obscures their diverse contributions in the fields of education, science, culture, and other
domains. In terms of educational innovation, the "Hongdu Gate Academy" promoted by eunuchs
broke through the traditional framework of taking Confucian classics as the sole educational content
in the Han Dynasty, establishing a new academic ethos that emphasized the study of literature and art.
Meanwhile, the "adopted son" system also promoted the redistribution of educational resources. In
the field of science and technology, craftsmanship and practical knowledge made progress. In
cultural undertakings, some eunuchs with academic attainments played roles in presiding over the
collation and arrangement of Confucian classics, as well as recommending renowned scholars. The
achievement of these accomplishments was not only due to the special patronage of imperial power,
but also stemmed from the cultural cultivation of some eunuchs themselves and their special status
in political games. Although their political roles have been highly controversial, their contributions
during this period should not be ignored.
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
