The Threefold Logic of Revolutionary Cultural Relics

Abstract: Revolutionary cultural relics, with their unique educational function of passing on
historical knowledge and nurturing talents, serve as a vivid carrier underpinning the construction of
the "Grand Ideological and Political Education Course" (GIPEC).
