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Abstract: In ancient China, the enlightenment education tradition has a long history. Since the
Western Zhou Dynasty, there have been records of official primary schools, and the Book of
Rites - Baofu proposed a series of theories on crown prince education, which became one of the main
origins of later enlightenment education development. The literati class emphasized the key role of
enlightenment education in children's social ethics, moral cultivation, and knowledge & skill
development. This paper explores the educational value and implementation paths of traditional
enlightenment moral thoughts in the new era. Based on the textual analysis of Chinese traditional
enlightenment textbooks, it evaluates the modern value of enlightenment moral education from two
aspects: secular ethical factors and moral education implementation approaches. Traditional moral
education still retains many value orientations and educational methods applicable to contemporary
society.
