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Abstract: Fragmented reading has become an indispensable reading method in the daily lives of
social groups. From the perspective of social acceleration theory, exploring the various dimensional
shifts in fragmented reading occurring today reveals that in the age of acceleration, fragmented
reading undergoes shifts in three dimensions: technological, social, and individual. These shifts are
manifested as the transition from mechanistic to humanistic approaches, from "cold" reading to "hot"
reading, and from holistic to fragmented modes of engagement, reflecting the broader changes of the
era. These three shifts outline the current reading ecology: on one hand, the involvement of capital
has accelerated the fragmentation of reading; on the other, the ongoing "involution" among
competitive groups has led to a landscape of reading fatigue. Criticizing discourse may struggle to
encompass the complex implications of fragmentation. Fragmented reading, as a social mode of
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reading, manifests within the educational system and individual socialization, reflecting both an

individual's life time and reading experience. Reassessing the practical significance of fragmented
reading and incorporating it into a diversified reading system not only helps individuals better
understand reading behaviors in the information age, but also guides them in establishing sound
reading concepts and cultivating unique reading habits.
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
