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Abstract: Against the backdrop of digitalization, the "One-Stop" student community in colleges and
universities has emerged as an innovative student management model, and its role in grassroots
governance led by Party building is particularly crucial. Based on the practical experience of
building a "One-Stop" student community at a private undergraduate university in Guangdong, this
paper adopts methods such as questionnaire surveys and experience summarization to study how to
further exert the role of the "One-Stop" student community in grassroots governance led by Party
building. The research aims to improve the quality of ideological and political work in student
communities of private colleges and universities and strengthen the education function of student
communities in colleges and universities.
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
